Reading

Poachers have struck again at the Mountain Gorilla, one of the world’s rarest animal. The gorillas－fewer than 250－live in scattered family groups throughout the forest on the slopes of three extinct volcanoes. Each group is normally led by a dominant male who may weigh up to 130 kilos and is easily recognized by the stripe of sliver fur which appears when he is fully mature. The poachers speared the male to death as he tried to defend his family and then made off with a baby gorilla whose mother is missing and also presumed dead.

With so few gorillas left, even one death is a serious blow, especially when a “silverback” male is lost. With no dominant male to lead them, the rest of the group will probably split up and join other groups. Twenty-five years ago there were perhaps 500 gorillas in these high mountain forests. Today their numbers have been halved, not just by poaching but by human interference in all its forms. Illegal woodcutting, cattle grazing and farming have reduces the park to small strip.

The Government is now trying to protect the gorillas to ensure their survival. One of the most successful operations has been to habituate a group of wild gorillas to the tourists, who are prepared to pay handsomely and to endure considerable hardship, crawling through dense undergrowth for a glimpse of these, our closest living relatives.

Visitors to Britain may have read about it in the guide books, but most are still amazed to see it with their own eyes－at every bus stop or other opportunity Britons from an orderly queue.

It’s a remarkable accomplishment of social behavior and brings the English, Scottish, Welsh and Northern Irish to a higher level of civilization, at least according to a German anthropologist(人类学家). Professor Joseph Heinrich and his colleague describe standing in line as the “highest from of cooperative group behavior.”

Line etiquette(礼节,规矩) is itself a subject worthy of study. There are a large number of unwritten rules to observe such as how to maintain the correct distance to the person in front. Get too close and there is a danger of invading another’s personal space, a serous mistake which usually invites a displeasure. Leave too much space and the next person will invariably ask: “You idiot, can’t you stand in line probably?

The one-man queue is unique to the British Isles. A Briton who arrives at a bus stop where no one is standing will not simply wait but assume his rightful position at the head of the queue. Should a tourist unfamiliar with local customs fail to get in line behind him, the Briton will say in no uncertain terms: “This is queue.”

Though it might seem the Britons take their queues too seriously, one thing is certain: Queues can save lives. In hazardous situations standing in line has prevented Britons from panicking(惊慌). When two trains derailed(火车出轨) in London in 1999, injured passengers formed a queue as they stumbled from a serious damaged carriage. Unit 3   Common Dreams

Believe it or not, despite wide differences between cultures and individuals, people around the world often have similar dreams. There are a few themes that are particularly common.

Being chased

Chase dreams are very common and are often frightening. They can represent a person’s fear of being attacked, but usually they reflect how we are dealing with anxiety and problems in our waking lives—by running away from them rather than facing them. Psychologists suggest that if we know what is chasing us, we may discover the source of our fears and will be able to overcome them.

Flying

If you fly with ease, then it suggests that you are on top of a situation in your waking life. Having difficulties flying indicates a lack of power in controlling a certain situation. If you feel fear when flying or feel that you are flying too high, then it suggests that you are afraid of challenges and of success. However, some scientists claim that flying dreams might mean nothing. They might simply be caused by a consciousness of motion during sleep, for example, when the dreamer is sleeping on a train.
Falling

As with most common dream themes, falling is a sign of insecurity. You are feeling out of control in some situations in your waking life, possibly in a relationship or at school. Falling dreams usually occur during the first stage of sleep and are often accompanied by muscle spasms of the arms and legs which can wake the dreamer.

Losing teeth

Dreams in which your teeth crumble or fall out one by one can be horrifying and shocking. But what do they mean? One theory is that these dreams reflect your worry about your appearance. Another theory is that since teeth are used for biting and chewing, loss of teeth might represent a feeling of powerlessness in a situation in your waking life.

Recently the World Health Organization announced that the disease of smallpox had almost been wiped out in most parts of the world, thanks to widespread vaccination. Most people are vaccination at least once in their lives and if they wish to travel from one country to another they must be able to show a certificate proving that they have had a recent vaccination. In this way the disease has been prevented from spreading and today one seldom hears of it at all.

This is mainly due to the remarkable discovery made by country doctor, Edward Jenner, in about 1798 when he published an account of his experiments in a new method called “vaccination”(from the Latin word “vacca” meaning a cow). Jenner discovered that people who worked with cattle, like milk-maids and cowmen, were often infected with harmless disease called cowpox which they caught from the cattle; but these people never seemed to get smallpox. So he experimented by making a scratch on the arms of healthy people infecting them with cowpox, and though their arms became sore for a day or two, they soon healed and none of these people ever got smallpox.

Soon the news of the wonderful discovery spread abroad and people rushed to their doctors to be vaccinated. In America, at Gibraltar, in Spain, Egypt and China the simple scratch of the arm was performed on thousands of people, and the terrible smallpox began to disappear.

Reading

Contacts between Japan and the rest of the world have grown a great deal in the twentieth century. In the last thirty years, business contacts between Japan and the West have become very important. Many foreign companies now have offices in Japan and Japanese businessmen do business around the world. Differences between Japanese and Western ways of doing business, however, often confuse foreign businessmen and make doing business in Japan difficult for foreigners.

The American businessman, for example, wants to start talking business immediately. He doesn’t want to wait. The Japanese, on the other hand, like to arrive at decisions gradually after giving them a great deal of thought. Another thing foreign businessmen have difficulty in understanding is when a Japanese means “Yes” or “No”. This is because of cultural differences between Japanese and Western society which make it difficult for a Japanese to say “No” directly.

Some people don’t mind being fat. In some countries a round stomach is nothing to be ashamed of. There is a West African saying: “Laugh and grow fat.” Other people can keep slim without any effort. Many theories about the origin of the ocean have been proposed by scientists. The most widely accepted one is that the earth at some time in its very history became hot enough to melt the materials from which it was formed. While in this molten state, lighter rock-forming materials() floated on the surface of the heavier ones. In 1970, scientists had pieced together evidence that the lighter rock materials had formed one huge continent by a vast ocean. Then, about 200 million years ago, the great continent began to break up, the pieces moving slowly apart.

The onrushing waters of the single huge ocean now entered and filled the spaces between the separating continents－and became the several oceans and seas we know today.

I have always found the Chinese to be a very gracious people. In particular, Chinese frequently compliment foreign friends on their language skills, knowledge of Chinese culture, professional accomplishments, and personal heath. Curiously, however, Chinese friends have explained, this is a manifestation of the Chinese virtue of modesty.

I have noticed a difference, though, in the degree to which modesty is emphasized in the United States and China. In the U.S., we tend to place more emphasis on “seeking the truth from facts;” thus, Americans tend to accept a compliment with gratitude. Chinese, on the other hand, tend to reject the compliment, even when they know they deserve the credit or recognition which has been awarded them. I can imagine a Chinese basketball fan meeting Michael Jordan of the Chicago Bulls. He might say, “Mr. Jordan, I am so happy to meet you. I just want to tell you, you are the best basketball player in the world; you’re the greatest !” to which Jordan would probably respond, “Thank you so much, I really appreciate it ! I just do try to do my best every time I step on the court.” If an American met a Chinese champion, he might say much the same thing: “…, you’re the best !” but as a Chinese, the champion would probably say, “No, I really don’t play all that well, you're much too kind.”
Plainly, Americans and Chinese have different ways of responding to praise. Ironically, many Americans might consider the Chinese champion’s hypothetical response the less modest, because it is less truthful－and therefore less sincere. Americans generally place sincerity above etiquette; genuine gratitude for the praise serves as a substitute for protestations of modesty. After all. In the words of one of my closest Chinese friends, modesty taken to the extreme is arrogance.

The first English dictionary was published in 1604. The dictionary was actually nothing more than a list of about 3,000 difficult words, each followed by a one-word definition. The author, Robert Cawdrey, made no attempt to include everyday words in his dictionary. No one, he reasoned, would ever have to look up a word in a dictionary if he already knew the meaning of the word. During the 1600’s more dictionaries were published. Each followed Cawdrey’s lead and presented a few thousand hard words. Around 1700’s all the dictionaries were rather crude and not very valuable.

A man named Dr. Samuel Johnson changed all this. In 1755 Dr. Johnson produced the first modern dictionary. He also gave good sentences to show how each word was actually used in speech and in writing. By the end of the 1700’s most dictionary makers had followed Johnson’s example. Dictionaries were getting better and better.

The 1800’s saw the greatest improvement in the quality of dictionaries. In England scholars planned and prepared the Oxford English Dictionary, a twenty-volume work. One of the most interesting features of the Oxford Dictionary is its word histories. It traces the history of each word from its earliest recorded use up to the time of the printing of the dictionary.

The students we have in our schools today will spend most of their future in the twenty-first century. Teachers just beginning their careers now will train student who will spend part of their lives in the twenty-second century. How well are we preparing these students for the world of tomorrow?

Much of our present educational system is geared to education about the past and the present, ignoring the rapid social and technological changes that have been occurring and will continue to occur at an ever-accelerating rate. Because our children are being oriented basically to the past and the present by our educational system, the debilitating phenomenon of “future shock” is now an everyday occurrence for massive numbers of people. For all the rhetoric about education offering the potential for a better future, our schools are not incorporating curricula to prepare a child or youth for an emerging new society.

For example, we are now in the post-industrial era, an era giving rise to an “information economy” based on the production, distribution, and consumption of knowledge. This emerging economy, called the “knowledge industry”, already accounts for 50 percent of our Gross National Product and includes education of all kinds, government, health, research and development, media, communications, computers, and conferences and conventions. It is forecasts that, by the end of this century, less than 20 percent of the employed in this country will be engaged in the production of goods —— a dramatic shift from our current makeup.

Thinking educators perceive that this change calls for more education about career options. Students must be prepared for positions in the knowledge industry. This is but one of the challenging trends of our time.

Time futures program equips students with the necessary to function successfully tomorrow’s world. Futures courses elicit purposeful consideration of the future. Heavy emphasis is placed on coping and forecasting techniques and on exploring alternatives —— respectable academic procedures.

The Wizarding World of Harry Potter forms part of Universal Parks and Resorts' Islands of Adventure theme park in Orlando, Florida. It is one of seven themed areas within the park. The Wizarding World of Harry Potter was officially announced on May 31, 2007, and after a two-and-a-half year construction period, the area officially opened to the public on June 18, 2010. 

The area's flagship attraction is Harry Potter and the Forbidden Journey which exists within a re-creation of Hogwarts School of Witchcraft and Wizardry. It takes riders on a journey through Harry Potter's wizarding world. Other attractions include Dragon Challenge, a pair of dueling roller coasters, and Flight of the Hippogriff, a family roller coaster. The area also features a re-creation of Hogsmeade which includes a full-sized model of the Hogwarts Express as well as many gift shops and restaurants from the series of Harry Potter books. These including Dervish and Banges, Honeydukes, Ollivanders, Zonko's Joke Shop, The Three Broomsticks and The Hog's Head.

Reading

Audiences used to compilation albums(歌辑,专辑). The only option for fans wanting a variety of songs from different artists was movie soundtracks(电影配乐).

But now compilation discs have come of age. Mindful of the success of the “Now That’s What I Call Music!” series in Europe, record companies are succeeding with the same thing in the Unites States. They are persuading hot artists like Britney Spears and Destiny’s Child to lend them their hits.

The rule is simple: “Just get a bunch of hit songs in one record,” said 98 Degrees member Drew La-chey. His band has been featured on at least two compilations this year.

“There’s no gamble involved,” said Antonio Reid, president of Artista Records. “When you know exactly what you’re getting. You’re getting the top hits by the top stars, so it’s a great value.”

With the music and media worlds split into so many different factions these days, it’s harder for one artist to capture mass attention and keep it. “It’s what customers prefer, it’s what teenagers prefer,” Red said. “It’s supply and demand.”

Part of the reason the United States was so far behind Europe with successful compilations was because artists resisted lending their current hits, fearing that could hurt sales of their own albums. But once that record became a success, record companies noticed that many of the artists actually saw sales increase.

Fans who buy a compilation record because they like the Blackstreet Boys of Sisqo may then turn around and buy an album by a lesser-known artist.

“Soundtracks will always have the advantage,” said Bruce Resnickoff, president of Universal Music Enterprises. “Because of the budgets that go behind marketing the movies.”
