By the 1990s, more than a third of students expressed an interest in becoming a teacher, and two-thirds gave their teachers a grade of A or B. when you become a teacher, many people will accord you respect, because they admire teachers. In the past, teachers were often pressured to conform to strict moral and social codes while being paid meager wages. Today, teaching and teacher education are undergoing profound changes. In the center of a sometimes stormy national debate on educational reform and renewal, teaching is now center stage, a common topic in the media and in political debates. Reading
When the TV viewer turns on his set, what sort of programs does he have to choose from? You might think there would be more programs devoted to entertainment than to anything else, but that’s not the case. In most countries, fewer than 20% of broadcasting hours are devoted to entertainment. U.S. figures are high——34.8%，and the fun-loving Canadians are even higher with 44%. Except Canada and Italy, all countries give more broadcasting time to education than to either information (news, documentaries and so on) or entertainment programs. Of course, few educational broadcasts take place during peak viewing times. In Japan though, more than 60% of broadcasting time is taken up with education of one kind of another- just another example of the businesslike Japanese philosophy. In the U.K., the figure is 56.4%. The Italians have fewer educational programs than anyone else. They don’t go in for entertainment either. Only about ten percent of viewing time is devoted to dramas and serials, quiz shows, music, sports, etc. You will find more news information programs on Italian TV than anything else. That’s understandable in a country experiencing social and political changes. Italians rely on TV to tell them what’s going on ——and events are happening almost too fast to follow. The percentage of time the U.S. devoted to news and documentary programs is much smaller. After education, most TV time is given to entertainment. Many of these programs are shown around the world.

Unit 4   The Rewards Of Teaching
Why do people become teachers if the pay is low for a job that requires an ex​tensive education and licensing? One answer is that teachers find their greatest reward in interacting with students. Also, in comparison with many corporate and factory jobs, teachers enjoy a great deal of autonomy in the classroom. It has been estimated that teachers make more than two hundred decisions an hour in their classrooms. These decisions range from curricular and teaching problems to behavioral problems. Compared with routine work, teachers can be involved in creative decision making. In a national survey, the vast majority of teachers thought that they had a good deal of control in their own classroom over practices such as evaluating and grading students, selecting teaching techniques, and deter​mining the amount of homework to be assigned."

Other rewards of teaching are attractive to many individuals. A popular reward is the time for extended vacations and travel provided by the long summer vacation and other school holidays. Second to vacation time is the security of income and position. In most states teacher tenure laws provide a security not often found in other jobs.

Teacher leadership appeared to develop when three conditions were present. First, the teachers had ample opportunities to make decisions about teaching and learning. Successful schools provided teachers with time to meet as grade-level or subject-matter teams. Moreover, teachers at successful schools reported that they regularly used this collaborative time to review student work and to discuss how to strengthen their classroom instruction.

Second, teachers engaged in various forms of informal action research. They used the results of their students’ assessments to compare different instructional strategies and different classroom environments to see which strategies and environments encouraged student learning. Working together in this way enabled them to create a continual improvement cycle for their instruction.

Third, teachers developed their own internal leadership structures—such as team teaching, mentoring new teachers, and collaborating to share lesson designs—to support one another’s resolve to improve student achievement.

Teacher leaders at the successful schools also made policy decisions. These decisions included the design of student intervention programs, the creation of student learning groups based on the individual student’s skill weaknesses.

Today, we know more about teaching than we ever have before. Research has shown us that teachers’ actions in their classrooms have twice the impact on student achievement. We also know that one of the classroom teacher’s most important jobs is managing the classroom effectively. Classroom management had the largest effect on student achievement. Students cannot learn in a poorly managed classroom.

In a recent analysis of more than 100 studies, we found that the quality of teacher-student relationships is the keystone for all other aspects of classroom management. In fact, teachers who had high-quality relationships with their students had 31 percent fewer discipline problems than did teachers who did not have high-quality relationships with their students.

What are the characteristics of effective teacher-student relationships? The most effective teacher-student relationships are characterized by following three aspects.

Appropriate levels of dominance: dominance is defined as the teacher’s ability to provide clear purpose and strong guidance regarding both academics and student behavior. Teachers can exhibit appropriate dominance by establishing clear behavior expectations and learning goals.

Appropriate levels of cooperation: this includes providing flexible learning goals, taking a personal interest in students and using equitable and positive classroom behaviors.

Awareness of high-needs students: the most effective classroom teachers interacted with specific types of students. The study found that the most effective classroom managers did not treat all students the same. They used different strategies with different types of students.

Unit 7   Distance Education in High Schools

Distance education is instruction that occurs when the instructor and student are separated by distance, time, or both. Some common technologies used in distance education are videotape, broadcast television, interactive video, audio tapes and computer. 

Distance education, specifically online courses, now is commonly judged by the number of schools and colleges advertising for diplomas or degrees without leaving one’s home. It is estimated that 25 percent of public schools have distance learning programs. Although online education has increased, it has not been without challenges. 

Teaching distance education is not the same as teaching in a face-to-face environment. Distance learners come from a variety of backgrounds and range in age. The students select distance education to suit their social and work commitments. Distance education students also enjoy the flexibility of time and space. Regardless of where they live, students have equal access to quality courses through the web. With this amount of flexibility, it is unsurprising that a greater percentage of students with special needs enroll in distance education programs. 

Distance learning, particular online education, is becoming a norm in education. The current teacher shortages and overcrowded facilities are driving schools to handle their student populations any way they can, including through online programs. Therefore, high schools contemplating distance education programs are headed in the right direction but will need to make adequate preparation.

Week after week in recent months, various cities throughout Europe have been the scene of violent clashes between youths and police.
While they seem to have little in common with the 1968 students protests, the clashes are beginning to be regarded with increasing alarm.
In the past few days, television audience throughout Europe have looked on with shock at news broadcasts of pitched street battles (街头阵地战) between angry youths protesting about the inadequacy of low-cost housing in Zurich and Amsterdam and forces of special riot police.
The riots, which have stunned complacent authorities and citizens in Holland, Switzerland, Denmark, Germany, Britain, France and other European countries in recent months, are seen as being fundamentally different from the wave of rebellion that swept across the political firmament of the late 1960s’ rebellions associated with the names if Rudi Dutschke and Cohn-Dendit.
“They seem more mindless than in 1968,” noted one Brussels-based European official who deals with the problems of young people. “They are less ideological and seem to have no intellectual or political overtones,” he added. According to this expert, the riots may be reminiscent of the 1968 disturbances, in that they are “a protest against the inequalities and inadequacies of society.”

But despite the fact young Europeans are among the hardest hit by recession and record levels of unemployment, few of the recent disturbances have been closely linked to this type of frustration.
If there is any thread to the series of otherwise random riots and clashes that began erupting in the Europe in April of this year, it is the violent reaction of young people to the destruction of their low-cost housing units or youth centers to make way for middle-class projects. Such explosions against eviction have taken place in Copenhagen, Amsterdam and Zurich in the past few months.

There has never been a better time to prepare for a career in global marketing. Now that you are completing this book, the author would like to offer a few suggestions on how to jump-start your global marketing career.

First, remember that times have changed. Until very recently, one sure way to put your career at risk in many companies was to go overseas. There was nothing wrong with being overseas person, but the problem for careers was that management did not recognize the value of global experience and turned to executives who were close at hand when making promotions.

Today, this is changing. Global experience counts. How do you establish a career in global marketing? There are two broad paths:

1. Go directly into a job outside your home country or into a headquarters job in a global company.

2. Get experience with a company in an industry that prepares you for promotion to a job with multi-country responsibility or to an assignment outside your home country.

For many the second choice is better than the first. There is no substitute for solid experience in a company in an industry. Your best opportunity to get solid experience may be in your home country. 

Another option is to get this basic experience in a different country. The advantage of this move is that you will learn a new culture and language and broaden your international experience while you learn about a company and industry.

Richard C. Levin, the Frederick William Beinecke Professor1 of Economics, has been President of Yale University since 1993. He's the longest-serving president in the Ivy League. 

Y: Professor Levin, you've been the President of Yale for 16 years, what do you think is your greatest achievement?
L: The thing that I'm most proud of is the internationalization of the university. We've tripled the number of undergraduates from abroad in Yale College. We generally support the need of the students from abroad. And we started a program of sending our students overseas. We do this because the world is getting more interconnected, more closely linked together. 

Y: What about the number of Chinese students in your university? Do you think it's increasing as well?

L: We have overall in the university about 17% international students, and China has maybe 20-25% of that total. We have a lot of visiting scholars from China. We have very close relations with many institutions here in China, and we certainly encourage the best and brightest in China to apply to our institution.

Y: For those Chinese students who wish to study in some of the most prestigious universities like Yale, what would you say to them?

L: First of all, you need to work hard. I mean you need to be very focused on your studies and master your subjects. But you also need to develop your passions, to find some activities that you really care about and can throw yourselves into it, whether that's one of your subjects, or a musical instrument, or other kinds of activities. And it certainly helps if that's directed in a way that's valuable for society.
